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There has been a new piece of technology that has grown very popular in recent years. It’s called a DVR, a digital video re-
corder. Most people call it a ‘TiVo.’ TiVo is the brand name of a particular DVR, but as with many things, the name brand of-
ten becomes more of a generic title. The TiVo is one of those interesting things that started out as a noun that can be used as a 
verb.  
 
‘Did you see (insert tv show name here) last night?’ 
 
‘No, but I TiVo’d it.’ 
 
(The same thing has happened with the internet search engine, Google. If you don’t believe me, Google it for yourself!?!?!) 
 
I have a DVR. What do I like the most about it? There are two main things: 1) It has amazing programming capabilities (I can 
set it to record a whole series of Frontline or American Idol), and 2) When watching shows, I can ‘fast-forward’ the commer-
cials. 
 
What is typically an hour-long show when watched ‘live’ can now be a 40-minute show when I watch it on the TiVo because I 
can skip those annoying commercials. They’re eating up my time. They’re hindering the progress of my show-watching. (As 
with many things that are supposed to save us time and make our lives easier, I just take that ‘saved’ time and try to cram 
MORE stuff into it—boo!) Besides, aren’t commercials are trying to influence me to do something I might not otherwise do? 
Until TiVo, commercials are something that I had to endure to get to the tv show. Now I can skip right past them. 
 
Here at Faith, we’re kind of in one of those ‘commercial’ time slots. Our search committee has met and is in the process of put-
ting the word out that Faith is waiting for God to bring a head pastor to us. I don’t know how long this time will be before we 
are matched with another pastor. It may be short, it may be longer—only Jesus knows—He holds the remote control. But I do 
want to encourage you to not view this ‘commercial’ time as an annoying waste of time to be endured. It’s precisely IN those 
times that we might not appreciate that God is in the business of working on us.  
 
Think about the Scriptures themselves. From Genesis 3:15 until the time Joseph and Mary wind up putting their baby in a food 
trough, God is in the process of working on His people. He was preparing to send the Son to begin the process of making all 
things right. Sometimes in obvious ways, and sometimes in hidden ways, but the LORD was always working. No fast-forward 
for the TiVo there—it was a loooooong time! We think 30-second commercials are long! 
 
Take a few minutes to wonder about how God is working in your life during this time—because He is. Take a few minutes to 
wonder about how God is working in the life of Faith Presbyterian collectively during this time—because He is. Continue to 
ask Jesus to show us how He would have us sing His tune here on Bootlegger Road so that the world would know that there is a 
Savior! He might hit the fast forward on the TiVo remote, and He may not—but rest assured that He is working. Here’s one 
way for sure that He’s given to all Christians to sing His tune:  
 
Colossians 3:12-17   12 Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, 
humility, gentleness and patience.  13 Bear with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have against one another. 
Forgive as the Lord forgave you.  14 And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity.  15 Let 
the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since as members of one body you were called to peace. And be thankful.  16 Let the 
word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and admonish one another with all wisdom, and as you sing psalms, hymns and 
spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God.  17 And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of 
the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him.
