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This may come as a shock to some of you, but I like to visit a special shrine associated with a 
particular saint. Now, if you look through a list of saints of the church throughout history, I 
don’t think you’ll find her there. I think she’s too recent to have made any of the lists—she had 
her beginnings in 1971. Have you heard about her—St. Arbucks? Now, this is not to downgrade 
any one of our fine local shrines to St. PJ’s or St. Community. I’m not really a coffee enthusi-
ast, but I’ll tell you why I like to visit those places. I’m pretty convinced that if I were kid-
napped and taken blindfolded into a coffee shop that I would be able to tell where I was. 
There’s something about the nasal experience of going into one of those places that doesn’t 
happen when you crack open a can of Folger’s or Great Value coffee—you know your nose is 
in the presence of something special. 
 
In 2 Corinthians, Paul shares with the church there that he views his ministry as something that 
God uses like a fragrance.

Last month, I shared with you (via the Church Information Forms filled out) what you thought 
collectively about our perceived needs here at Faith for a pastor. This month, I’d like to share 
with you your collective responses on our Church Characteristics. As you will remember, 
there’s a column for ‘currently’ and a column for ‘goal’.  I’ve listed the percent for each  
response beneath each item on the next page. You can see that in the ‘goal’  
section that all responses were either 1 or 2, with the overwhelming majority of them 
being 1. That makes a lot of sense to me! I would call all of you to continue to pray for 
our pastoral search and to consider how you might be a part of making our ‘currently’ 
column look more like our ‘goal’ column. I’m convinced that as we get closer to our 
‘goal’ column, that the fragrance of Christ will grow stronger in our midst. Just like 
when you visit St. Arbucks and you say, ‘Ah, yes, coffee,’ we want people to visit our 
congregation and say, ‘Ah, yes, these people smell like Jesus!’
