It is
now a ‘go into the world so that the people cantBaethe LORD is good.” The mission changed frbmpeople of God be-
ing a fixed lighthouse in the land to the peoplé&ofd being a bunch of lights that traveled all tigloout the globe—the mis-
sion has gone world-wide. (This little light of rein’m gonna let it shine.)

This mission began in earnest with the Great Comions but it has some clear echoes in the Old Testa In Genesis, the
LORD appeared to a man named Abram and made aggdmiAbram. The LORD promised Abram that the LORId
give Abram a big family, a land to live in, thaethORD would be Abram’s God, and that the LORD wiololless the nations
through Abram. It's in this last part of the promibat the Great Commission is in seed form, conorijossom with the
advent and work of Jesus.

The Gospel really began to spread like wildfirég'}he book of Acts. From chapter 2 onward, wediseiples of Jesus who
were formerly scared and thick transformed inteigies who are boldly telling the greatest storgretold. Eventually, the
apostle Paul works his way to Rome and is ableg¢agqh the Good News in the very center of the RoErapire. The mis-
sion was spinning outward.

And that’s where we find ourselves today. The misss still spinning outward. The Church has bessked by the Lord of
the Church, Jesus Himself, Chief Missionary to teie Gospel to every part of the globe. And yowrpart of that!
