Herledd he says
about his presence on Twitter:

Now what about Twitter? | find Twitter to be a kind of taunt: “Okay, truth-lover, see what you can do
with 140 characters! You say your mission is to spread a passion for the supremacy of God in all
things! Well, this is one of those ‘all things.” Can you magnify Christ with this thimble-full of letters?”
