This too began to ehanound the
time of the Reformation. John Wycliffe publishedEmglish translation of the Bible in 1382. Martinther pub-
lished a Bible in German. It was important to thBegormers that the people have access to thet@asin their
own language.

Bible reading is important, but it can be easydbdijscouraged in Bible reading, especially if wbart at the begin-
ning and try to read straight through.
