Stores, businesses, restaurants, and even magazine publishers recognize that they need to specialize in
order to be successful. Starbucks did not become the successful company that it is today by selling coffee
and fishing bait...small churches need to rid themselves of the myth that they can meet the expectations of
all the people they would like to serve.

In order to focus, you have to edit the things that distract from focus. Answering the “You're the church that...’
statement will help to provide focus so that Faith can be on mission for Jesus.
